
Taurus is the first earth sign in the zodiac journey and is ruled by the planet Venus. The goddess of love bestows on Taurus the appreciation
of the physical creature comforts, such as food, art, textiles, and entertainment. Basically, Taurus loves all things that please the senses,
which in the sign of Taurus, usually manifests sort of like that song by Jack Johnson called Banana Pancakes. If you don't know it, go listen to
it.
